Come celebrate the Sukkot harvest at the site of the ancient mikdash in Shiloh this Chol HaMoed Sukkot. 
Scenes of bringing bikkurim, dancing the field dances of the grape harvest, and eating the sacrifices of the holiday in the courtyard of the mishkan and upon its sorrounding hills, will come to life as we interact with text and place. We will study together the selection of Shiloh as the first centralized location for mikdash worship, famous scenes of Shiloh during the time of the Shoftim (Judges), and appreciate the stories of Shmuel haNavi who was raised and lived in Shiloh until its destruction. With Tanach in hand, we will explore the geography and topography of the nachalot of Binyamin and Epraim, tour the new and old yishuv of Shiloh, and simultaneously discover greater meaning and significance in the stories of the Nevi'im.
